The Sixth International Ceramics Symposium in Umm el-Fahem

The Umm el-Fahem Art Gallery and the Ceramic & Crafts Association of Israel invite members of

the Association to take part in a ceramics symposium in Umm el-Fahem.

For two decades now, the Umm el-Fahem Art Gallery has been a rendezvous of intercultural
dialogue and partnership between Jewish and Palestinian artists and groups. In this capacity, the
Gallery has been holding a ceramics symposium every few years, where Jewish and Palestinian
artists come together to participate in a workshop several days long that crosses religious and

cultural borders.

This year, to deepen the intercultural dialogue that lies at the core of the project, the event will
be held in conjunction with the Ceramic & Crafts Association of Israel and the Embassy of the

Uzbekistan Republic in Israel.

On September 24-28, 2021, the intermediate days of Sukkot, the Umm el-Fahem Art Gallery will
host some thirty Jewish and Arab ceramics artists and offer them a shared creative space. The
symposium, where questions of innovation versus tradition will be explored, will expose the
participating artists to innovative and traditional working techniques by offering workshops led
by ceramic artisans Michal Kalsovsky, Manal Morcos, and two practitioners of traditional ceramic
art, Mr. Abdulu Narazaliev and Mr. Eliachar Nazirov, who will visit from Uzbekistan especially for
this occasion. Along with the artistic contents, the participants will take field trips to acquaint
themselves with the local culture and history of the city of Umm el-Fahem and the Wadi ‘Ara

area.

The works that the participating ceramic artists will produce as the outcomes of the special artistic

and cultural dialogue during the days-long event will eventually be displayed at a group exhibition.

Participation in the symposium is at no charge. The participants will receive working materials

and kilns, as well as accommodation if needed.

The Gallery will retain ownership of the artworks produced throughout the symposium.
